Rationale

Over Year 10, students are given initial introductions to and assessments in relation to key elements of GCSE Drama. They are given
early exposure to examples of professional theatre and analytical skills are developed around these. Students are also asked to focus on
their own practical skills and the processes of observing professional drama and creating their own are interleaved as much as possible.
The creative devising process is extended beyond the smaller Key Stage 3 assignments to a longer-term project which extends ideas
around character back story, extending and using background research and exploring a range of genres. A lot of focus is given to the
GCSE Drama set text, ‘Noughts and Crosses’, so as to consolidate understanding of the page to stage process and to develop
interpretative ideas around direction, performance and design in preparation for the written exam.
