 The main proposed changes are as follows: 

1. Criterion 2 
a. Remove Number of Years girls attend mass:  Over 3 Years, Between 1 – 3 Years, Under 1 Year. 
b. Add Number of Years girls attend mass:  Over 3 Years, Under 3 Years. 

 
2. Criterion 4 – Add Criterion for Girls enrolled and registered in the Catechumenate. 

 
3. Criterion 5 /6 - Separate Criterion for Girls who are Practising Christians and those of Other Faiths. 

(Criterion 5 for Girls who are Practising Christians and Criterion 6 for Girls who are Practising Other 
Faiths.)
