	How to take successful photos 
· Go through how to use lighting/card to take successful photos. Consider layout and background when taking photos.  
· Experiment with taking photos.  
· Take a minimum of 10 photographs in the style of the two photographers. Consider your composition and the background (remember black or white sheet of paper). The two photographers are quite different in style, consider the differences when you take your photos. Print this on standard paper to begin with, we will print on glossy later on. We will be working from these photographs in the lesson so you will need them printed.

	Drawing Task 
How to approach a drawing task. Minimum of 4 hours for a good quality drawing with accurate tone. How to use the blending stubs, remember tone and texture/mark making. Looking for accuracy in the drawing.  
 
· A5-A6 size drawing – carefully & lightly plan the accurate shape  
· Draw in PENCIL with 5 tones of shading. 
· Spend half the time flicking your eyes between the real photo & your work for accuracy 
· Work from light to dark & make sure the darkest tones go in last for depth 
 EMB1 - your task is to complete ONE realistic observational drawing from your 1st hand photo based on your chosen theme. You must create at least ONE pencil study using a minimum of 5 tones (don’t forget the darkest tone to give 3D & depth)  It will become part of AO3 ‘observe & record’ within your coursework portfolio. 
 
HW A4 pencil drawing to begin and finish for homework. 
 
HW catch-up  upload your PowerPoint planning to the assignment. 
· Slide 1 = artist 1 research to include 3-4 images of their work PLUS an explanation about their style, techniques, what is inspiring you & how you will use it going forward
