Pick out words that create interest. This will give you a sense of the structure of the speech and the importance of those words in communicating the meaning. Now read everything out loud, emphasising those words. 

Now think about the emotions present - rage, fury, jealousy - and experiment with them physically. Use the text to work on each one individually. Emotion is expressed through the vowels, so take the consonants away from a line and elongate the vowels while thinking about grief or fury.
Imagine you are walking home from work. Walking home is an objective, what you do to get home are the units. 
Getting ready for bed is an objective, washing, undressing and units. 
But they are all TEMPORARY! The play cannot remain in fragments. The less divisions you put into your play, the easier it is to fuse them together. 
It’s a common bond, so strong, that any insignificant detail will be immediately noticeable to the audience. 
What is the super-objective? What is it your character wants to achieve? This is a verb. ‘I want to achieve…’
Examples:
Describe your day until this lesson.
What were your objectives, (to get to school)
Units (washing, dressing, eating, journey, lessons)
Super-objective, links all objectives together –(I want to learn) 
Examine your speech.
Break the speech into units and objectives.

Starter – Groups recap their performances. Each group member is responsible for taking one line from the play’s dialogue included and committing it to memory.
Explore physicality of archetypes: king, warrior, carer, trickster and nobody. Students must add exploration of their line to the physical portrayal, greeting others in the room with it. At conclusion, spot check what students have selected as best archetype/language combinations. Reveal who said each line in the play afterwards and discuss the sort of status apparent in the role (or not) – open to debate.
In pairs, students devise a short scene in which status is really important punctuated with 3 freeze frames. Here are some examples:
· A new pupil at school is being bullied by a much older pupil.
· A customer at a restaurant is complaining about the food to the waiter.
· The school headmaster is meeting a new student for the first time.
· A policeman is questioning a suspect.
Now look at the scenes and discuss who has the most, and the least status. How can you show this physically? Try the scenes with both actors standing, then again but with one person sitting, and the other standing, and swap over. What difference does it make? Introduce levels of status, numbered 1 to 10, referencing ideas back to work on archetypes. Evaluate status levels at each freeze frame.
In pairs, look at opening scene of ‘1984’ in detail and give each character a mark out of ten for status (1 being very low, 10 being high) for each line. Now act out the scene in pairs, experimenting with different heights. Try to make the height of the character (e.g. standing, sitting on a chair, kneeling, even lying down) correspond to the status number you have given the character. Questions to consider:
· How can you use your body to show a character’s status?
· What happens if you give a character with low status a physical advantage, e.g. by standing and leaning over somebody?
·How can we use what we have discovered through previous status exercises?

Starter – Prompt questions about characters’ words, deeds and motivations, to be answered in the character played in previous lesson’s final exercise.
Warm up taking pairs through sequence of moves. Have definition of ‘Subtext’ flagged up. Demonstrate own use of alternative subtexts in demonstration of a few moves. Pairs to explore options for their moves.
Split class into groups of 6, i.e. 3 performing pairs. Each pair performs their version of last lesson’s scene. This is followed by hot-seating based upon starter questions. Audience forms view, on this basis, of what subtext would be best pursued.
After feedback, pairs go away and rehearse. They return to groups of 6 and reprise with subtext instated. How aptly has the impact changed?
Narrow down to pairs performing their assessment monologues and repeat entire process, drawing out the most appropriate subtext.
Plenary: examples of apt subtext discovered nominated, shared and evaluated by the class as a whole.
