➢ If the result is negative, then no action is required, and your daughter can continue to attend school 

as normal. 

➢ If the test is positive, then you must take your daughter for a PCR test immediately. Your daughter 

must self-isolate until the result of this PCR test has been returned.  

 

• Any students attending school must be completely free of any COVID symptoms 

➢ a high temperature 

➢ a new, continuous cough 

➢ a loss or change to your sense of smell or taste
