Teaching and Learning

The curriculum is delivered to all students from Year 7 and Year 8 via
two 50-minute lessons per week and Year 9 via 1.5 lessons. Years 10
and 11 have three 50-minute lessons per week. All students in all key
stages are taught in mixed ability classes.

Students are taught in line with the school marking policy with
standards awarded for key assignments. Work is assessed every 2
weeks; grades are recorded and monitored by classroom teacher.
