	Success criteria 
· Students understand the link between tone and form creating a pencil study demonstrating a depth of tone. More than three tonal values achieved.
· Creative, insightful artist research demonstrating an understanding of the influence and impact of context on an artist. Written analysis is detailed and insightful. Presentation is creative and thoughtful. 
· Successful colour wheel, showing a clear understanding of colour theory. Demonstrating control in mixing colours and painting with watercolour. 
· Final outcome demonstrating a strong understanding of Hundertwasser’s techniques and the formal elements. Interesting, thoughtful composition.

	Introduction – use welcome ppt as a prompt.

Introduce yourself to the group. Students to all be provided with a sketchbook, this must be named with a sticker. Students are to use this book throughout ks3. Explain book expectations to students, use every page, no ripping out pages/doodling etc. 

Go through expectations and rules in the art classroom. Refer to tidying up and respecting the environment and materials. Explain homework expectations. This will ensure all students are getting the same message – consistency across the dept. 

Ask students to guess the formal elements (write on board). If students struggle, give first letter as a prompt. Encourage students to have an educated guess. 

Formal elements – 
· Tone 
· Texture
· line
· form
· pattern
· shape

Use ppt to discuss tone – what do we use tone for in drawing? Link this to form.
How do we achieve tone with a pencil? Demo.
In books students are to draw a tone chart – 5 boxes to show 5 levels of tone. On chart identity the direction of light to dark. 

Begin to discuss texture – ppt. 
Underneath tone chart students to do 9 thumbnails of different mark making techniques to create different textures.

	Pencil Study – baseline test
	· Students to create an accurate observational pencil study of an apple
· Focus on shape and accuracy before applying tone/texture

	LEAVE BLANK PAGE FOR TITLE PAGE

Students are to use the apples provided to begin an observational pencil study. Use this as a baseline test to assess students ability – do not tell students they are being assessed, use for own records.
Encouraging students to draw from life, emphasising the importance of looking when drawing. 

Demo – how to add tone to drawing. Lines should follow the shape of the object, use the rubber to add highlights, smooth shading for smooth textures.

Students are to begin by creating an accurate sketched outline. Once students have achieved their outline they are to begin adding tone and texture. Make it clear that shading cannot start until outline is accurate – fill the page.
Remind students not to rush – take your time, this is an ongoing drawing and quality is key!

Students should be aiming to achieve a minimum of three levels of tone.

	Recap on how to achieve tone and texture. Use questioning – students to give the answers and remind each other. 

Continue with study. Emphasis on refinement – reflecting on how they can improve their drawings. Use peer feedback and teacher feedback during lesson to recognise areas of improvement. 


Homework – formal elements title page. Show example and explain expectations. Presentation and creativity is key, try not to do too much cutting and sticking from the internet, how can they make it creative themselves? Consider layout, background, fonts etc.

	Colour Theory
	· Understand how colour theory works
· Identify the difference between primary, secondary and tertiary colours

	Introduce colour theory

Begin with a sorting exercise, give student’s swatches of colours and without providing any knowledge on colour theory see if students can sort the colours into primary, secondary and tertiary colours – group activity. 

PPT – go through colour theory, definitions.

Double page spread on Colour theory
Show example and explain criteria. Demo how to use watercolours and how to mix colours. Model how to set up area for painting.

Page should include:
· Colour wheel labelled
· Colour to be applied using watercolour
· Definitions for primary, secondary and tertiary colours
· Creative presentation – emphasis on this throughout ks3. Titles, layouts, fonts, background. Aim is to embed this from year 7. 

Homework – create a composition to the show the colour wheel using different objects and photograph.

	Pattern and Hundertwasser
	· Understand how patterns are formed
· Become familiar with the artist Hundertwasser
	Pattern – one of the formal elements

How would you define the word pattern?
What is a pattern?

Use ppt to introduce pattern – explain what a pattern is. 

Link in Hundertwasser is an artist that is renowned for using pattern in his work. Show video and ask students to look out for the following things – 
· What are the characteristics of his work? Spirals, wavy lines, curves, towers 
· What is his colour palette? Brilliant and rich colours
· How did critics describe his work? ‘kitsch’ also called tackiness, is art or other objects that, generally speaking, appeal to popular rather than "high art" tastes
Discuss his work, feedback from the video. Show his architecture.

Create a pattern page – 6-9 thumbnails of patterns. Add colour once drawn out. Add title and definition of pattern.

Discuss how to do artist research, give students help guides and talk through an example. Show exemplar work here. 

Homework – Hundertwasser research 2-3 weeks homework
