	 Activities for learning:
Starter Activity – Dialogue 
Students given a simple piece of dialogue that they must rehearse and learn with a partner.
Shakespearian Insults
Share range of combinations that students can use to construct Shakespearian insults of their own. All students try theirs out on teacher. Which had greatest impact and why? Narrow down to vocal and physical choices. What sort of choices does Shakespeare’s language steer us towards?
Dialogue and Insults
Pairs return to the dialogue with which the lesson started. They must add at least one of the Shakespearian insults already prepared to their dialogue. How is the nature of the dialogue changed?
Playing to the audience
Pairs now split up and students must now perform their part of the dialogue or some of it, solo, to the audience. Students are told that they must treat the audience as if they are the other performer.
Contextual Information
Quick video introduction to Shakespeare’s Globe. Quiz students as to why previous exercise is relevant to performance demands of Shakespearian theatre.
Plenary
Put solo performances to the test, asking students to complete following exercise as audience. Form class into circle. Divide the circle into 3 sections. Students perform their ‘dialogue’. Whenever an audience member feels ignored, she waves at the performer. When she feels that the performer is paying her attention, then she stops waving. Complete MASK evaluation.

	 Activities for learning:
Starter Activity – Exploring Movement 
Walk around the space in your own ‘bubble’. ‘Walk as if you are home late and trying not to wake up your family; you are late for a lesson; you are going to see Ed Sheeran and really excited about it!’ Slow motion response – in pairs pupils carry out a stage fight in slow motion. Provide a teacher demo to explain.
Exploring Non-Naturalistic Movement
In groups of six, they make the following as still images: Fairy castle, roast dinner, scary monster, bridge, clock, birthday cake, shopping trolley.
Dreams Etc
Ask students to gather around whiteboard. Write up the word ‘dreams’ and ask pupils to share any words that they can think of in relation to this. Discuss what dreams are like. ‘What does it feel like when you fall in a dream? What do they mean? What can appear in our dreams? Are they realistic?’ Focus on how things happen in dreams that often cannot happen in real life. Discuss with pupils how we might show dreams on the stage. ‘What drama forms might we use?’ (Mime, sound effects, slow motion, exaggerated movement – anything that shows them to be non-realistic.)
Dreams through Physical Theatre
Divide into groups of 4. Each member of the group needs to share one of their own dreams with their group – if they can’t think of one or don’t want to share a personal story, they can make it up. Ask students to brainstorm their dreams on the paper and then either chose one or a combination of them to present as a movement-based performance. Stress that there is no speaking and that their gestures/movements may need to be exaggerated to make their dreams clear to the audience. Ask groups why these drama forms are the most effective for theatrically presenting a dream.
Plenary
Dim the lights and play the dream music during the pieces. Give the performers the focus of staying in role. Ask the audience to consider one effective dreamlike moment in each piece for discussion. Complete MASK evaluation.

Starter Activity – Human Puppets 
In pairs, students label each other A and B and play the ‘puppet game’. A has to manipulate B as if they have strings attached. B has to manipulate A as if using a magic wand. Quiz for connections between this exercise and last lesson’s work on physical theatre and the current lesson’s focus on magic.
Sound Collages
What do you think a sound collage is?’ Encourage everyone to share sounds that you might hear in a funfair, a London street, a storm at sea, a magical forest. In pairs, they discuss the sounds they might hear and then go around the circle and contribute one by one. Then orchestrate a group collage, using hands to indicate volume.
Spells
Divide into groups of 5. Groups compose and write down their own spells between 4 and 8 lines long. It should be used by the fairies to create mischief in the woods. ‘Be imaginative. What might the spell make you do? Make you invisible? Make you sing all the time? Make you really happy?’
Enhancing Atmosphere
Devise an imaginative and atmospheric way of saying your spell. Use all drama forms worked on so far.

Starter Activity – Plot Knowledge 
Present image of ‘A Midsummer Night’s Dream’. This prompts those who know something of the plot to share knowledge and others to think imaginatively around the image.
Midsummer Night’s Dream Whoosh
Conduct ‘Midsummer Night’s Dream’ whoosh. Everyone will have a chance to participate in the telling of the play. You will read out the story and when you mention a character or object you will point to someone and they must come into the circle and become that character or object. If you mention a large object (e.g. a forest) you may point to more than one pupil and they all enter the circle at the same time and work together silently to become that object. If the circle becomes too crowded you will say “Whoosh!” and they must return to their place in the circle. (Make the Whoosh powerful; add some arm waving or a spin while you do it!)
Spells
Establish how previous lesson’s spell relates to plot and place reminders on board as to vocal and physical techniques that could be used and, for Platinum students, how this must be made to work on an Elizabethan stage. Brief rehearsal and then all class perform. This will form practical end of year test.

Starter Activity – Character Physicality 
Students explore different physicalities in warm-up. Challenge them to represent the contrasts of physical characterisation in freeze frames afterwards.
Improvisation and Physicality
Conduct exercise to improve improvisational skills. A situation is given, along with basic characterisation. Students proceed as characters A and B. Freeze and isolate a pair in performance. Provide more character details. Students continue. Continue to pause and isolate conversations. Ask students to freeze frame situation. Then to exaggerate freeze frame, using physicalities just explored. Conversations continue. Listen in to some. What difference has this made to quality of improvisation?
Characterising the Fairies
Introduce fairies as part of ‘A Midsummer Night’s Dream’ plot. Provide old and new images of fairies and challenge groups of 4 to freeze frame their ideas of fairies. Share these with class and invite students to redirect, using characterisation ideas already explored. After redirection, invite freeze frames to attempt movement and dialogue.
Focus class on the fairy speeches from ‘A Midsummer Night’s Dream’ prepared for homework. These form reports by the fairies about their activities. Explore meaning and then challenge groups to use characterisation work to stage phrases from the extract as part of an improvised dialogue. Each Shakespearian phrase selected should be accompanied by a still image and movement from the other group members to illustrate the text. Remind students of techniques explored so far that could be added to heighten atmosphere. Give the performers the focus of staying in role and creating a really ‘magical atmosphere’ and showing distinctions between the fairy characters.

Starter – Students rehearse their now learnt first 2 pages of ‘Hansel and Gretel’ with reminder of targets on board.
Short fragment from continuation of the script covering departure into forest introduced. Groups challenged to stage this.
On witnessing some results, discuss quality of mime and narration achievements but return class to atmosphere and setting objectives – to what extent are these being achieved and how could they be enhanced? Gather ideas and suggest some more:
•	Lighting – darken for forest?
•	Sound effects – wind in leaves, owl?
•	Scenery – we have none but extra bodies could create trees and branches
•	Voice – will voices quieten and grow hesitant with nervousness?
•	Proxemics- should a lot or a little of the stage be used for most forest-like effect?
Share next section of text and ask groups to double up so as to add atmosphere and setting along lines suggested to each group’s performance. Firstly, Group B supports Group A. Witness results. A suitable intervention might be to demonstrate an orchestra of sound effects with one of the supporting groups to give sound effects greater range, confidence and structure. Act as conductor to one of the groups. Use this along with other feedback as a prompt for rehearsals, once groups A and B have reversed roles.
Plenary: Atmospheric picture of Hansel and Gretel in forest appears on board. Quiz class as to the sort of atmosphere it exudes and why? Witness remaining performances with question of how far they succeed in achieving similar levels of atmosphere in mind. Check progress in relation to MASK.

Starter Activity – Jokes
On a blank piece of paper everyone writes down a joke. Throughout the workshop these are read out and are analysed to see what is funny about each joke. It is interesting to see that it is not necessarily what is said that can make someone laugh but the fact that if someone else laughs, the humour is transferred. The delivery of a joke is also crucial to its success.
Refreshing Sense of Space
Walking round the room, look at things that you don’t usually notice. Now touch different things in the room. Touch all four walls.
Clap – walk around the room. On clap, students must stop immediately. On 2 claps, students must stop, turn head to a different direction and then walk in direction, head is facing.
Timing and Imagination
1,2,3 Sequence Game - in pairs alternate by counting to three, then introduce different actions such as a clap (instead of saying three) and build this up. This helps to learn the Rule of Three in comedy (if something is done three times the audience expect it on the third e.g. a man with a plank swings round whilst another man ducks, this happens a second time and on the third time the second man is hit with the plank. This empowers the audience)
Apply to Mechanicals
1, 2, 3 Game then converted to expression of key lines of Mechanicals’ dialogue from Act 1 Scene 2 and Act 3 Scene 1. Principle now is that students do something by way of a physical punchline either to accompany or conclude their lines.
